Did you know?

= Frogs are amphibians, which means
“dual life”. The young undergo a meta-
morphosis from eggs to tadpoles, which
must live in the water, to adults which
can live on the ground.

= Frogs leap and have moist, often
smooth skin.

= Toads hop and have dry, warty skin.

= Both are meat eaters with a diet that
includes bugs, worms, eggs and the
babies of snakes, birds and fish.

= Frogs and toads have been around
for 360 million years!
